Main Duties

• To ensure that activities are carried out in a 
safe and responsible manner, in accordance 
with statutory responsibilities, and to advise 
the class teacher and/or Head of Learning 
Support of any concerns;

• To encourage pupils to work independently 
and with others as appropriate; 

• To support the teacher in managing pupil 
behaviour, promoting positive values and 
attitudes, dealing promptly with conflict and 
incidents in line with established policy; 

• Assist with the supervision of pupils out of 
lesson times;

• To follow all school policies and procedures 
at all times, including those regarding 
safeguarding and confidentiality;

• To contribute to the school’s highest 
standards of physical and emotional care, 
health and safety, and personal and food 
hygiene at all times;

• To be involved in positive interactions 
with children by supporting or providing 
stimulating activities that respond to their 
interests and developmental needs;
